Close links are also maintained with numerous commercial concerns, including the Ford Motor Company, SKF and British Petroleum.
The School of Engineering and Design has extensive and well-equipped laboratories, with particular areas of strength in fluid mechanics, thermodynamics, engine testing, vibrations, environmental engineering, tribology, biomedical engineering and structural testing. There are comprehensive computing resources within the School in addition to those offered centrally by the University. Advanced software is available for finite and boundary element modelling of structures, finite volume modelling of flows, and for the simulation of varied control systems, flow machines, combustion engines, suspensions, and other systems of interest to the research groups.
