New Route PhD - Education
[bookmark: _GoBack]The School of Sport and Education offers a vibrant, dynamic, productive and supportive environment in which you can undertake your research degree studies.  Our central aim is to enable you to undertake independent high-level research which is both rigorous and original.  Not only will you be exposed to professional research guidance, you will also be encouraged to present your work within and outside of the University.  Our School comprises of a stimulating mix of young researchers (staff and students) working alongside more experienced colleagues.  A number of networking, developmental and presentation events are organized during the year.  Our expectation is that you attend as many of these as possible.  
The New Route PhD in Education is designed primarily for students who have limited or no experience of conducting research as part of their first or Masters degree. During the first three years, alongside your research in education or an education related field, you will study a tailor-made programme of taught modules to underpin your academic study and enhance your skills as a researcher. The programme aims to educate graduates not only to the high academic standards expected from PhD research but also in generic personal, business and communication skills. Because it extends the usual PhD from three to four years, it develops an integrated range of skills and knowledge that both broaden and deepen the individual's subject expertise beyond the bounds of the usual research degree.
The New Route PhD (Education) starts annually in October.  Part time and distance learning study is not available.
Associate Studentships
There are opportunities for colleagues and prospective students from the UK, EU or overseas to acquire Associate status in Education without necessarily registering for an award. Associate students are allowed use of University facilities and access to the taught programme and tutorial support by negotiation.
Facilities
The School of Sport and Education has excellent support services and resources, including dedicated research areas fully equipped with online ICT facilities, and are able to support qualitative and quantitative approaches to approved research topics. In addition, research and teaching are enriched by the partnerships established between itself and schools, both locally and nationally.
Modules
Your taught programme will promote critical analysis, independence of thought, an awareness of broader issues which create an impact on the environment of research and an understanding of subject-specific knowledge at the forefront of your discipline. The taught element will cover generic and research skills and discipline-specific modules as follows:
